SUMMARY REPORT  
 

Mass Brief (9 Jun 07) 
 
 All participants and service scouts that are coming for the camp is required to come for this 
Mass brief. The objective of this mass brief is to check on their uniform bearing, get to know their 
patrol members, act as a reminder for the campers letting them know that the camp is next week, giving 
extra training for the service scouts and also to clear all their doubts.  
 
 The first portion of the mass brief was to brief them on what to expect for the camp and 
equipments that is required for the camp. An exercise was carried out to know their personal objectives 
or things that they want to achieve though this camp. This is for the committee to plan better any help 
to meet the need for the future Patrol leaders. Then program carried on by conducting uniform 
inspection and Basha Building lesson. 
 
 At this point of time, the service scouts was break up with the scout for their own session. They 
were taught how to run some ice – breaking games. So after the scout finish their basha building lesson 
the service scout will lead their patrol in the ice breaking session to melt the ice within the patrol. 
 
 After the games, followed on is the lesson of Scout’s Promise & Law, to inculcate values in 
them. Then that all for the scout section but that was just the start for the service scout section. The 
service scout carried on with a day of lesson equipping till noon. 
 
 Mass Brief is a required for the committee to tied down all the loose end like group equipments 
and also confirming of campers attendances. 
 
Advance Party (14 Jun 07)  
 
 1500Hrs all service scouts were told to gather in Newtown Secondary School for a day of 
training. The major problem we encountered was the shortage of service scout. According to the 
circular stated every 8 service scouts sent 1 service scout is to be provided by that scout group. On the 
day of advance party I only have a 12 strong soldiers ready for the four tough days ahead. There are a 
lot of complication among the service scouts, they are people leaving for other activity in the mid of the 
camp or some have parent objection that only allowed them to stay for the first two days of the camp 
and some volunteered for service scout but still in oversea. Hence, due to the small amount of service 
scouts all the 11 will be Patrol Instructor and left the logistic with only 1 man. 
 
 Due to the shortage of logistic personnel, the committee got a lot more to work. The committees 
have to take care of the logistic aspect despite their area of scope. This is to allow the Patrol instructors 
to concentrate on their learning.  
 

The day continues with lessons and training to arm the service scout with teaching knowledge 
and materials to prepare them for the days ahead. The Patrol Instructors are very important in this 
camp. They are the role model and lecturer for the scouts. The Patrol Instructors will be the one 
teaching them all the lessons and also ensuring their safety and the instructor’s eye and ear through -out 
this camp. 
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Day One (15 Jun 07) 
 
 In the morning, the scouts reported for the camp. After Opening Ceremony and photo taking, 
briefing, introducing of all instructors to the campers, house rule briefing and safety brief for the scouts 
then they are all ready for their first activity for the camp. 
 
 The first day, the scouts will be going on a hike from NTSS to Pulau Ubin. Due the arrival of 
the heavy downpour, some of the program was shifted up. Instead of having lessons in Pulau Ubin and 
lunch during the hike. All these were conducted in school, to wait for the rain to cease. 
 
 The Hike commenced and runs smoothly, all the teams managed to reach the destination 
(Nordin Beach) successful. Some fall out personnel got a lift from the equipments vehicle and reached 
the destination too. 
 
 Dusk arrived, Basha were all up and dinner were cook by individual and now they are ready for 
the next activity, Pair Up Walk. This activity is to build up their confidence to allow they to walk in the 
dark without fear.     
 
 The day ends with a sing along and a light wash up before light out. 
 
Day Two (16 Jun 07)  
 
 The scouts got to find their way out by foot, before having a sumptuous breakfast at Changi 
Village. They were given a certain amount of money to plan what to buy as a patrol for their breakfast. 
Then after they were brought back to school to carry on with their next three day of activity. 
 
 After wash up and some revitalization, the second day’s activities move on. The weather was 
not in our favor, most of the second day programs were mainly lectures and indoor activities like base 
system games and patrol corner. Also due to the rain the scout were assigned to different classroom for 
their accommodation.  
 
   Some renovation work was carried out in the hall and canteen. Thus, the lessons were mainly 
in the AVA room, the Music Room and classrooms. The dinning place was constructed just along the 
corridor that is near to the cooking place (Home Economics Room). 
 
 After the Patrol Leader in Council (PLC), the committee have comes to a decision not to 
conduct fire drill for the night because the scouts are all weary and tired. The next day, is another long 
day for all of them and the activity are all physically demanding. Hence continuous rest for the  
night is required for the scouts to perform the next day. 
 
Day Three (17 Jun 07) 
 
 Rise and shine. The day starts with a light physical training (PT) and a enriching breakfast as a 
head start for the day. Morning inspection was conducted in the classroom. The message of why there 
is a need for morning inspection was brought to the scout’s understanding. 
 
 Scout’s Own was another essential session for the scout. As our scout’s Promise stated “ I 
promise that I would do my best, to do my duty to God…” Therefore spiritual growth for the individual 
scout is as important. This period is for them to do some reflection. 
 The drizzling starts to stop, and the clouds in the sky slowly shifted away. When the weather 
permits we pushed on with the outdoor games. After three days of thick and thin, the bonds within the 
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patrols were formed. This makes the scout enjoyed to the fullest for their games played together. 
Games like Telematch and Skill games required tremendous amount of teamwork and team spirit in-
order to outshine their patrol in the games. The objectives of the games were met, through the games 
we were be able to identify who are the better leaders among them and also pushes them to work as a 
whole to complete the tasks. 
 
 The Highlight of the camp, Campfire was one of the most enjoyable moments for each any 
every one of us. The Guest-of –Honor invited was South West Area Commissioner, Mr Malcolm Tan. 
Clementi District Commissioner, Mrs Margaret Anderson, accompanied him. Every one in the camp 
enjoyed the campfire, the fun and laughter shown on one another faces were so genuine. The joy that 
we had were beyond words that can describe. 
 
 The night ended with some fire drills to test the alertness and cohesiveness of the scouts. 
 
Day Four (18 Jun 07) 
 
 The day of break camp, as usually Morning Inspection was conducted to ensure that there were 
improvement made. The packing up and area cleaning was a tedious process cause we basically got to 
shift the whole canteen back to the original place and ensure all the places that we used is back into 
their original state. But with the help of the entire PLTC scouts the job was made easy and fast. 
 
 We then have the certificates and prizes presentations. Prizes like Best Patrol Award, Best 
Trainee and Best Patrols Instructor Awards were all presented to the finest. Before Closing Ceremony, 
Badges and t-shirts were given out as well. 
 

Evaluation forms were given out to acquire feedback for improvement for the future PLTC. 
Though the evaluation forms we got some valuable feedback from the scout. The program for the next 
PLTC can tailor to allow the scout to learn and enjoy the Camp more. 

 
 
 

Summary 
 
As a camp chief, I benefited a lot in running this PLTC. I am sure that my committees also learn a lot 
though this camp. We learn how to make firm decision and also be decisive. We also know the 
important of everybody without one of us the camp will not be able to function properly as a camp. 

In this camp every one 
has a role to play. The committee have worked together as team to ensure this four days we have 
created an impact in the future leaders’ life.
